NATIONAL COUNCIL
This year’s National Council shall be held on the 22-23 May 2010 at Letlhabile English Medium Primary School in Phase 4, Gaborone. It will be 45th National Council held by the Party.

AIMS/OBJECTIVES OF THE NATIONAL COUNCIL

· The Council is a body entrusted with reviewing the implementation of Party Policies as determined by the National Congress.
· It also reviews the activities of the Party and the various legislative forums in the country and makes recommendations to the National Congress and the various caucuses of the Party.
· Reviews and appraises Party programme. 
· Reviews and considers National Development Policies. 
· Receive, review and consider party reports, resolutions and recommendations by Regions and the Central Committee.

The following shall be members/delegates of the National

Council:
· Members of the Central Committee.
· Members of Parliament who are members of the Party.
·  All Regional Chairpersons and Secretaries.
· All Branch Chairpersons and Secretaries.
· All members of the Inner Executive Committee of the Youth Wing of the Party.
· All members of the Inner Executive Committee of Women’s Wing Committee of the Party.
· One Councillor from each Branch.
· Members of the Sub-Committees of the 
Central Committee may attend meetings of the National Council as OBSERVERS.

There may be Committees of the National Council whose names, numbers, membership and function shall be decided upon by the Central Committee. (Veteran Forum and Council of Elders)
The National Council meets ordinarily once a year, but may meet extraordinarily when circumstances so demand or at the request of at least two thirds of the Branches. Members of the Party and the Media are allowed to attend the Official Opening of this event; however, they shall be asked to excuse the delegate once the closed session begins.
